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Bushfire Safety Plan: Horses

Prevention/Preparation

· All horses are microchipped

· Property has been cleared of dry/dead plant debris & other fuel sources

· Hoses in working order, connected properly and at least 30m long

· Long ladder, shovels, buckets & rakes on property (preferably not plastic)
· Fire extinguisher installed in stables/feed rooms

· Wool blankets handy

· Grease livestock crayons handy

· Extra natural fibre halters/lead ropes with your details on them

· Compressor to use on water pumps if power goes out

· Horses and property registered with the DPI on 13 25 23
· Registered with the Australian Horse Industry Council Emergency Database
Plan to evacuate – Yes/no

· Designated safe property arranged

· Escape routes designed (mud map has been drawn up and put up for all)

Have to Stay or Plan to Stay

· Safe paddock/s allocated (mud map has been drawn up & put up for all)

· Fire Kit ready (Lead rope and halter, Towels, Torch & spare batteries, Wire cutters & perhaps a knife, Equine first aid kit, Water buckets, battery-operated radio)



· EVERYONE KNOWS FIRE PLAN AND IT IS UP IN MULTIPLE PLACES
· HAVE CONTACTED SES IN REGARDS TO SUITABILITY OF PLAN
